MICHAEL GOVAN TO SPEAK AT MARGULIES COLLECTION WAREHOUSE

Miami, FL – The Margulies Collection at The Warehouse will present Michael Govan, Director of the Dia Art Foundation, as guest speaker on Thursday evening, March 18th, at 7:00pm.  Mr. Govan’s appearance is part of The Warehouse’s ongoing art education program that is open to the public at no charge.


Over the past quarter century, Dia Art Foundation has become internationally recognized as one of the world’s most influential contemporary art institutions.  Founded in 1974, Dia has long been a pioneer in converting large industrial buildings for the installation of contemporary art.   Dia’s latest such conversion is its new museum in Beacon, N.Y. which opened in May 2003.  Housed in a factory that was built by Nabisco in 1929 as a cardboard box printing facility, Dia:Beacon Riggio Galleries is the largest museum of contemporary art in the world. It was renovated to house the permanent collection which includes major works by John Chamberlain, Hanne Darboven, Walter De Maria, Dan Flavin, Michael Heizer, Donald Judd, On Kawara, Sol LeWitt, Agnes Martin, Bruce Nauman, Robert Ryman, Richard Serra, and Andy Warhol. Encompassing nearly a quarter of a million square feet of exhibition space, expansive rooms suit the needs of large-scale installations while paintings and photography hang in light-filled intimate galleries. 


Michael Govan, Director of Dia Art Foundation since 1994 will speak about the process of creating the acclaimed new museum Dia:Beacon as well as Dia’s exhibition facility in New York City Dia:Chelsea and ongoing long-term site-specific projects such as Smithson’s Spiral Jetty, De Maria’s Lightning Field, the Dan Flavin Art Institute, and the installation of work by Judd and Chamberlain in Marfa, Texas.  


The Margulies Collection at The Warehouse, a collection of photography, video installations and larger sculptures, has been housed since 1999 in a 36,000 sq. ft. retro-fitted warehouse in Miami’s Wynwood Art District.  The Warehouse, as it is known, will soon be expanded by an additional 10,000 sq. ft.  It is frequently used as an educational venue for local and out-of-town groups studying the visual arts.  The Warehouse is open to the public free of charge on Friday and Saturday from 11am – 4pm and Sunday from 12pm – 4pm.
