Mrs. Pulitzer is currently a trustee and a member of the committees on Painting and Sculpture and Drawing Acquisitions at the Museum of Modern Art in New York and Chair of the Visiting Committee a the Harvard University Art Museums. She has been a member of the Board of Directors of both The Mark Rothko Foundation Inc. and the Contemporary Art Museum in St. Louis, was the Curator at the St. Louis Art Museum, and has served on the Public Art and Professional Advisory Committee in Dade County.  She earned a Masters of Arts from Harvard University.

The Topic to be discussed will be the conceptualization, design, and implementation process behind the Pulitzer Foundation for the Arts Museum in St. Louis. Designed by renowned Japanese architect Tadao Ando and conceived by Mrs. Pulitzer and her late husband Joseph Pulitzer Jr., the museum is currently open to the public.
